Treasurer's Report: Kathy Quinn

set monetary value on the pieces.

He will listen to our suggestions on how weiogarove the situation, so the
Board is asking club members for their ideas and input.

Board Policy

Renting of Buildi ng for Practice

Any club member or anon - member may rent the club for the purpose of practicing
with their dog. A rental fee shall be set by the Board for both club members and non
members. The fee shall be placed in the drop box at the club at the time of use.
Whenever the club is rented for practice, the individual renting the club must be
accompanied by a Board Member, a club instructor or another individual designated by the
club President. This club representative will be responsible for op ening and closing the
building. For reasons of safety and liability, at least 2 individuals must be present in the
building.

The room must be left in the same condition as it was found. Any equipment used
must be put away where it was found. Any eq uipment broken through misuse, must be
repaired or replaced at the renters expense. Any breakage must be reported to the
Board immediately. The HABOC Board reserves the right to refuse rental privileges.

A good source of money for the club is from those that support our club by placing

an ad in our trial catalog. In order to have ads in our catalog, we need a person tha t will
take care of the catalog advertising.

What is involved is sending a letter to the past and any potential new advertisers with
the catalog advertising form, submitting the completed forms to the printer, giving the
checks to the treasurer and after the trial, sending each advertiser a thank yo u letter
along with a catalog.

You will be supplied with all the letters and advertising form as well as a list of past
advertisers and their addresses. The letters and form will need to be updated with this
year's trial information.

Since all the work is done before and after the trial, even if you are planning to enter
the trial, please cons ider volunteering to handle the catalog advertising.

In order for the club to earn money from advertising in the trial catalog, a person is
needed to take charge  of this job. Please consider volunteering. Catalog advertising can be
a super source of revenue for the club.
